DENA's Challenges: People & Contributions

Your Dana Estates Neighborhood Alliance is facing some significant challenges that could lead to its dissolution
after 2012. It is the last of the City's original neighborhood partnerships operating on a regular basis.

The Chair, Secretary and Treasurer have all served three 2-year terms each and would like to
step down. Unfortunately, no one has shown interest in assuming their duties. The Vice Chair
and Area 4 Representative (Sattler/Landana area) positions remain unfilled after two years. The
other Area Representatives have served several one-year terms. Efforts to find a website

2011 contributions, though up from 2010, will fail to cover our projected $950 expenses by almost $150. Our
major expenses are printing 1250 copies each of the three newsletters and conducting the Dana Estates Night Out
event. The voluntary $10/household donations are our sole income source and are regarded as an index of
community support.

Success stories are our Dana Estates Night Out, Cleanup Day and newsletters. It has also been gratifying to help
residents find City resources for local problems. Our traffic control efforts have been modestly successful.
Downsides have been the poor General Meeting attendance and the low number of household donations. The
General Meetings rarely attract more than 20 people, many of them being former DENA board members; this must
be frustrating for our guest speakers who have donated their time to inform you about pertinent topics. Only
about 70 of the 1200 Dana Estates households contribute to DENA. Perhaps the lack of significant neighborhood
issues is part of the problem...we should be so lucky!

We have been blessed with many volunteers who help with the newsletter deliveries, Dana Estates Night Out and
Cleanup Days.
